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Dear Comstock Community,

OnTuesday, May 5, 2020, voters in the nine school
districts in the Kalamazoo Regional Educational
Service Agency (KRESA) service area will vote on
whether to renew a three-year, 1.5-mill property
tax millage. This enhancement millage supports
the operations of the public school districts and
charter schools in this area including Comstock
Public Schools. Given the critical nature of this
funding to our district’s operations, I dedicate this
column to providing information to our residents
about this important upcoming ballot.

This is not a new millage or a millage increase. It’s
arenewal. Voters approved the original three-year,
1.5-mill property tax millage in 2005 and then
again in 2008, 2011, 2014 and most recently in
2017. Now, three years later, the millage is set to
expire. Accordingly, the ballot measure is a request
to renew the millage for another three years. If
approved, taxpayers would continue to pay the
same millage rate they have been paying since
2005.

Each local school board decides individual
district budget needs and priorities. Funds raised
by this millage are used to support instructional
services, support services, and other district
priorities.

As the fiscal agent, KRESA distributes the tax
revenues to the school districts and charter schools
on a per-student basis. Each school district and
charter school receives the same per-student
amount, which is about $364 per student. For
Comstock Public Schools, this translates into
approximately $700,000. If voters reject the
renewal, we would need to cut that amount from

the budget before the start of school in August.

Since the enhancement millage is a renewal,
it would not cause any increase in tax rates, if
approved. Homeowners would pay based on the
taxable value of their homes, which is typically
about half of the market value. A homeowner
with a home with a taxable value of $75,000
(approximate market value of $150,000) pays
$112.50 per year, which is about $9.38 per
month.

Any registered voter who resides in a school
district within the KRESA service area can vote
in this election. This includes all districts in the
county: Climax-Scotts, Comstock, Galesburg-
Augusta, Gull Lake, Kalamazoo, Parchment,
Portage, Schoolcraft, and Vicksburg.

The last day to register to vote in any manner
other than in person for this election is Monday,
April 20, 2020. Voters may register in person
through election day - May 5, 2020. Voters
wishing to vote absentee may request a “no reason”
absentee ballot in writing and submit the request
to their city or township clerk.

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Comstock Remembers
Former Superintendent, Bob Hamet

With the passing of former superintendent Bob
Hamet on March 11, many have been reflecting
on the impact his life had on them and on ed-
ucation, not only in Comstock but in the larger
Kalamazoo community.

Kind, respectful, relationship-oriented and fun-
ny are all words used to describe Dr. Hamet, who
served as ComstocK’s superintendent from 1976
to 2001.

“Bob was a very kind and thoughtful person,”
said B] Mohberg, who served on the board of ed-
ucation for 12 years. “He always knew when peo-
ple’s birthdays were. When something was wrong
like someone’s mother or dad died, he really tried
to keep track of those things and sent the staff
member a note or called them.”

The birthday cards always contained a personal
note, added Faye Goldner, Bob’s administrative
assistant.

“Keep in mind that back in those days, we had
close to 300 employees,” she said. “I remember
well as I was the one who would go and buy the
birthday cards each month.”

Howard Ewles, who served as Dr. Hamet’s assis-
tant superintendent for 16 years, described Bob as
a bridge builder.

“No matter what differences we had with peo-
ple in the community, Bob worked extremely well
in building a bridge that people could cross and
get together,” he said.

In the community, he was instrumental in
bringing the schools and the township together
for meetings.

“We would meet with the township once or
twice a season,” said Ms. Mohberg. “Wed have a
simple dinner with them and discuss things.”

When the community was asked to vote on
building the auditorium, the district worked
closely with the township to be sure they under-
stood the purpose of the auditorium, she said.

“We wanted to let everyone know when we were
voting for that, that it was a community theater,”
she said. “It was not just for the school system.”

Bridge building was also part of his contribu-
tion to education in the Comstock schools.

“He put together a great administrative team
working with the staff to provide a quality edu-
cation program for kids at Comstock,” said Mr.
Ewles.

Ms. Goldner, whom Dr. Hamet hired 34 years
ago as his administrative assistant, recalled what
she learned from him.

“One of the most valuable things he taught me
from the very start was to build relationships,” she
said. “It was very important to him. He lived by it
and led by example.”

He had a way of seeing good in everyone, even
when dealing with difficult staff issues.

“When he was dealing with staff issues, he nev-
er shared or spoke negatively of the person in-
volved,” she said.

The relationships he had with the administra-
tive teams and the boards of education were like
family, she said.

“The administrators and boards all worked well
together, got to know each other on a personal
level,” Ms. Goldner said. “We celebrated many
times on a social basis throughout the year.”

It was also important to him to get to know staff
members by name and to know something about
them and their families.

“When he was superintendent, he wrote all the
retirement resolutions for every retiree,” she said.
“I was always amazed at how he could personalize
the resolutions like he did.”

Family was also important to Dr. Hamet. He
and his wife, Carol, had four children, Molly,
Amy, Peter, and Ryan.

“His commitment and love for them was unde-
niable,” said Ms. Goldner, who also recalls how
they shared about her two sons, Jason and Matt,
who were the same age as Peter and Ryan.

“We were always sharing the trials and tribula-
tions of them growing up,” she said. “We would
share the laughs, the accomplishments and the
frustrations.”

Ms. Mohberg recalled how Bob would rush to
the Monday night meetings, changing clothes on
the run from his coaching attire to his superinten-
dent’s attire.

“Whatever the season was, he coached one of
his kids’ teams,” she said. “He always tried to be a
good family man and a good husband.”

In the larger community, Dr. Hamet was well
respected, often sought out by the Kalamazoo
Gazette for his opinion on what was going on in
Comstock, said Ms. Goldner. He was often called

on to mentor new superintendents.

Dr. Hamet was also well thought of outside the
district, said Ms. Mohberg, whose work with the
school board brought her into contact with edu-
cational groups across the state.

“He was always well thought of throughout the
state,” she said. “They all thought the world of
Bob Hamet.”

But Dr. Hamet wasn’t always the serious super-
intendent type. He was “quite the jokester and in-
stigator of fun,” said Ms. Goldner.

“It was not uncommon for him to gather staff in
the office for a quick chicken dance or a macare-
na,” she said.

Ms. Mohberg recalls Bob’s love of popcorn.

“He was at practically every sports event there
was,” she said. “If there was popcorn, Bob had
popcorn.”

Two months ago, when Ms. Goldner visited
Bob, he was playing Bingo and eating popcorn.

“He didn’t let one kernel get away,” she said.

Even though Dr. Hamet retired 19 years ago, he
leaves behind a legacy as a wonderful colleague,
friend, and educator.

In the LEGOS activity, students used topo-
graphical maps as a starting point, and then with
a model to use as an example, they created 3D
landscapes with the LEGOS.

Students were highly engaged and came away
with a much deeper appreciation of maps and
mapmaking.

Students Study Effects

of Height and Energy

Students in Michael Batsie’s seventh
grade science class recently conducted an
impact basin lab. In this lab, students
observe how increasing the height from
which an object is dropped can increase
various types of energies.

Before beginning the experiment, stu-
dents formed a hypothesis relating to
the height from which a golf ball was
dropped and what variables changed de-
pending on the height from which the
object was dropped. These variables in-
cluded the diameter of the impact basin,
depth of the impact basin, ejecta ring
and ejecta ray. Ejecta ring is the material
ejected from the impact basin for addi-
tional diameter of projectile material.
Ejecta ray is the material emitted from
the impact basin composed of streaks
or “ejects” during the formation of the
crater.

Students explained why these vari-
ables were affected by the energy trans-
formations. Students kept track of data,
creating a double line graph, plotting
their group and another group’s data in
relation to single variable changing.

Students also wrote a conclusion, de-
termining if their hypothesis was correct
or not.

Here are some strategies for talking to your children about the Coronavirus:

- Keep it simple. It’s best to give a clear, basic overview of the health crisis in simple
terms. Keep children informed, without creating reasons to be stressed.

- Emphasize safety. It’s not their job to worry. Let them know that adults are working
hard to keep them safe and healthy.

You
want them to hear your words and not feel your worry. Minimize conversations
where you express your own stress and worry when they might hear what you are
talking about.

- Routine. Keep young people engaged in their normal routines. This may be difficult
right now so create new routines. Keep things as normal as possible.

- Model good hygiene. Lead by example and encourage kids to take part in healthy
practices with the entire family. Emphasize that we must all wash our hands. Remind
them to sneeze into their elbows and to avoid touching their face.

- Take good care of yourself. You can’t keep your family healthy If you are not healthy.
Try to stay in normal self-care routines to keep yourself energized and your immune
system strong.

- Find time for JOY! Take a walk outside, play with your pets, call or video chat
your friends and family, garden, play board games, read, draw, paint. Do what
provides you some peace throughout this ordeal.

Comstock Township Library is closed through Sunday, April 5, 2020, to help mitigate the spread of
COVID-19 in our community. All programs and public use of meeting rooms from outside groups
are also cancelled.

The Comstock Township Library is now fine free!

As of March 3, 2020, the library has stopped charging
fines for overdue materials, with the exception of
mobile hotspots and Playaway Launchpads. Also, all
outstanding overdue fines have been waived. We
believe this change will further our mission of allowing
equitable access to information for all.

If you have long overdue library items, you may
now bring them back without penalty, or if you have
just not visited the library in a long time, we welcome
you back!
Come visit and see all we have to offer.

What does fine free mean?

* You will no longer be charged a daily late fine on
overdue items, with the exception of mobile hotspots
and Playaway Launchpads.

* You are still responsible for returning your items.
We do want all items back.

* You will not be able to check out other items once
you have overdue items on your account.

* The library will send you a series of reminders to
return your items.

* [tems that are overdue by 31 days or more will be
considered lost and you will be billed for them. If
you return the items, the bill will be cleared from
your account.

*Your account will be referred to the library’s
collection agency approximately 21 days after you
receive a bill, if your total bill is more than $25. This

information is not reported to credit bureaus.

* If you return your items after you have been referred
to the collection agency, you will not have to pay
your bill on those items, but you will be charged a
$10 collection agency processing fee.

Why fine free?

Is good for our community. We believe our
community is stronger when all people have equal
access to the information, resources, and programs
that the public library provides. When users incur
overdue fines, those who are able, pay those fines and
keep using the library, while those who cannot afford
to pay, simply stop using the library. It is our hope
that a fine free structure will encourage prior users to
come back to the library and attract new users to
experience what we have to offer without fear of

penalty.

Late fines are not effective. Studies have found little
evidence to suggest that fines have any effect on the
timely return of library materials. In fact, much of the
research suggests that fines instead deter people from
borrowing materials in the first place. Users who tend
to return items on time and those who return items
late continue to do so, regardless of whether the items
incur overdue fines.

It’s fiscally responsible. Overdue fines make up less
than one percent of the library’s annual budget and
money collected from overdue fines has steadily
decreased over the past few years. Often users keep
